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THE WORD:

COMMENTARY: 
In the center of heaven’s throne room, orbited by countless creations
pouring forth praise, is the One on the throne and the Lamb. The
honor and glory of God is central to the heavenly community’s
cause. Our lives too must orbit (revolve) around the glory and
worship of the Father and the Son, and not the other way around. Sin
was birthed from an attempt to replace the centrality of God’s honor
with our own pursuits. That sin continually devastates our world. For
this reason Christ Jesus came. He said in John 12:28, “Father, glorify
Your name.” No life has done more good because no life has been
lived more fully for the glory of God. When the worship of the Father
and the Son are our deepest passion, there’s no cost we’re unwilling
to pay, no suffering we’re unwilling to endure, and no enemy to
whom we will concede defeat. Love for the God of glory and love for
getting glory to God is the fuel that feeds lifelong faithfulness. The
motivation of the frivolous pagan’s life is greater good for myself. The
motivation of the fruitful Christian’s life is greater glory for my God.

READ CHAPTER 4 AND 5 OF THE BOOK OF REVELATION. NOTICE

WORDS, SPEND TIME GLORIFYING THE FATHER AND THE SON.

AND GLORY INSTEAD OF GOD’S. WRITE DOWN WHAT YOU
SENSE THE HOLY SPIRIT IS SPEAKING TO YOU.
CONFESS (SAY ALOUD) TO THE FATHER ANY SIN THE SPIRIT
REVEALS TO YOU. ASK THE FATHER FOR FORGIVENESS AND
CLEANSING. TELL THE FATHER YOU RECEIVE HIS FORGIVENESS
AND CLEANSING BY FAITH.
DECLARE IN PRAYER THAT YOU REPENT (TURN) FROM
PRIORITIZING ANY DESIRES AND PERSONAL GLORY OVER GOD’S.
FRESHLY COMMIT TO LIVING TO WORSHIP, HONOR AND
GLORIFY THE FATHER AND THE SON. DECLARE YOUR TRUST IN
GOD TO TAKE CARE OF EVERY NEED AS YOU SEEK HIS
KINGDOM.
